· The Treasurer’s report was approved. 
Principal’s Report

David discussed Astrid Trostorff’s new position, what we can do to fill her old position, school goals, the Bullying Prevention Policy, the Assistant Principal position, and MCAS. 
· Astrid Trostorff has accepted the role of Administrative assistant in the office, taking the place of the Robyn Winick and Jean Onorato who are retiring at the end of this year.
· Now that Astrid is moving on, we are in the process of determining what our needs are for the Parent Involvement/Community Outreach Coordinator (PI/COC) position and how we might fill it.  The faculty will be a big part of the needs assessment.
· David expressed his belief that the PI/COC position is vital to our organization and a detailed description of the job is needed. Tina said that she would like Astrid to help define this position.  David also said we need to be mindful of Astrid. She will need to focus on her new responsibilities and not feel it will be her responsibility to train someone.  
· We finished our school goals.  They’re lean and achievable, and we all felt good about them.  They are an extension of last year’s goals but are narrowed in such a way that McCarthy Towne’s mission and vision is clear.

· It was important to have staff members at the discussion regarding the bullying prevention policy.  McCarthy-Towne was one of the few schools that began talking about it and the Wellness Policy last Fall. 
· The ad for the assistant principal position for the two schools was posted in the Globe this past weekend.  The true definition of this job will evolve over time.  The search committee will include two shared teachers, one parent from each school, one teacher from each school, and the principals.  We will be choosing from a pool of 4-5 candidates
· The first week of MCAS is finished and everyone did a great job to make it run so smoothly.
PTSO Openings for Next Year

· There are quite a few open positions. Descriptions of each are on the PTSO website.
· Heidi Dalaklis and Jill Defoe will remain auction chairs.   

· Photo Day will continue next year, but new chairs are needed to organize the event and help schedule families.
· Marie Clougher is stepping down as Buddy Family chair.  The best person to fill this position is a seasoned McT parent. Someone familiar with the community who can connect with and be a source of information to the new families coming to McT.  Marie could possibly put some specifics on the buddy family program in the bulletin and MCT news or on back to school night.
Proposed Budget

· This year, we spent less than the $2400 allocated.  Due to two grants last year there was some extra money in the budget. Money is tight this year and there needs to be more conversation around the budget.  Normally, there is no designated allocated amount and spending decisions are made throughout the year. There will need to be more information collected as to what our requirements will be so options can be better presented to the staff.
· A motion was made to approve the proposed PTSO budget and contracted services allocation for the 2010-2011 school year. After the motion was seconded, a vote was taken and the motion passed.
