Minutes:

The minutes of November 17, 2010 were approved as amended.

Parker Damon Fund:

A committee has been formed and they have met and come up with some ideas for using the money currently in the Parker Damon Fund.  Tina Morgan will report on this further at future meetings.

Treasurer’s Report

The Treasurer’s Report was reviewed.  Jonathan reported that the 1st payment for contracted services has been processed.  Collecting money for Unicef raised $177.00.  Game night raised $556.00.  It was discussed whether or not game night was to close to the Fall Social.  It would also be helpful if the teacher wish lists came out before game night so parents could possibly buy games that the teacher’s requested for their classrooms.  Scrip returns continue to be consistent.  So far we have taken in $1,232.00 for user fees but they continue to come in.  The first payment for the function hall for the Auction has been sent.  More information about School Pop may be put into the newsletter to parents.  If you register your Target Card online, every time you use your card 10% of your purchases will go to the school.  The Treasurer’s report was voted on and approved.
Principal’s Report
David reported that Robyn & Caitlin are leading teacher language study groups for the school.  The groups meet every 3rd Thursday.  They are being met with much enthusiasm.
He talked about a book he used to use at his former school called “Have you Filled a Bucket Today”.  It is a book designed at getting kids to do things that are uplifting for other people.  He would like to introduce this book to the children.  He talked about wanting to have an assembly every month but it is difficult with all the ½ days and no school days the children have.  The school calendar will remain the same although it was asked of the School Committee to look at spreading the ½ days out more.  Drew Sechrest, the substitute who replaced Rachel O’Sullivan when she went out on maternity leave, is no longer with the school.  He has been replaced by Courtney Metcalf daughter of retired first grade teacher Pat Metcalf.  David would like to develop a relationship with surrounding colleges to allow more student teachers into our school. 

Chris Hanlon – School Committee Liaison

Chris reported on the School Committee meeting which was held last month.  The school calendar will remain the same including the religious holidays.  It was discussed whether other holidays could just be noted on the calendar in case children were out that day for that reason.  For the 2011 – 2012 school year school will begin before Labor Day.  The budget process is beginning for Fiscal Year 2012.    

Fundraisers

Tammy reported on the following fundraisers:

Scrip – $1,900 has come in through Scrip Orders this month.  
Game Day – Game Day brought in $556.50.
Box Tops – No update yet.

Fun Pass – We have sold about 22 or 23 so far for a total of $170.00.
McT Merchandise – We will try to sell McT clothing and other items in the spring.
Auction – Business donations letters went out and the donations are coming in.  All chair positions have been filled.  We will concentrate on Faculty/Parent donations after the holidays.

McT Mornings – We will possibly be running 2 classes for 10 weeks each.  There will be a computer class that can accommodate 6 kids.  Patty is working on trying to set up a knitting class with Debby Hess and possibly a Ropes Course with Dave James.  Classes will start the week of January 17, 2011.
